ROYAL KIDS – Did you have a chance to meet Terri from Royal Kids Computer Classes at our Open 
House?  We currently have three students signed up for this incredible learning opportunity; for a truly 
successful class, it would be best if we had two more.  Please see the attached flyer for more 
information.  The cost is just $80.00 for an 8 week session.  Individual classes will be at 3:15 on 
Thursdays, and last approximately 30 minutes.  We hope to start on March 11. 
 
MOVIE TICKETS – There are still passes available for the Spring Family Matinee program which starts 
the last week of February.  Passes are $9.00 each which includes tickets to ten movies.  Remember up to 
2 adults go free with a pass-holding child.  This is a neat inexpensive time for a family to spend together 
at age appropriate movies for the youth. 
 
SPRING BREAK – Spring Break is March 22-26.  While there is no preschool that week, Daycare will 
be open each day on the regular schedule.  Siblings up to age 10 are welcome at the daily rates.  Please 
remember we need at least 24-hour notice that they will be attending, so we can ensure adequate staff 
and snacks for extra students. 
 
SUMMER DAYCARE – Are you wondering how to keep your little one entertained this summer?  
Keep them in a safe, familiar environment by signing up for Little Lambs Summer Daycare!  A letter of 
explanation and signup sheet are now available.  It is important that you sign up as soon as possible so 
we can properly staff the program.  Children age 3-10 are welcome; we will offer age-appropriate 
activities for each age group.  We must have at least twelve children enrolled to continue the program.  
Also needed are updated immunization records for any older siblings that may be joining us. 
 
FALL PRESCHOOL – It seems September is a long time from now, however we are already planning 
for next fall.  If your student will be returning, please get updated application and immunization 
information to us as soon as possible.  Remember, returning students stay at this year’s rates.
