o around the imprisonment of Valentinus (St. Valentine) for his
@I‘M disregard of Roman laws. In the early Christian church, there were
actually three priests named Valentine or Valentinus. Though they

didn’t live at the same time, each was said to be holy and each had
been martyred for his faith. All three priests were designated as
saints. Around the year A.D. 498, Pope Gelasius declared February
14 as St. Valentine’s Day.

Many legends are also associated with Valentine’s Day. For
example, because birds seemed to arrive and mate in some
countries in mid-February, human couples came to be called “love
birds.” Valentine’'s Day came to be associated with love, romance
and marriage.

In 1667, the first recorded Valentine card was printed. The day is
now so popular that only during the Christmas season do people
mail more greeting cards. People will give their sweethearts
countless millions of cards and acres of heart-shaped boxes filled
with candy. But why wait for Valentine’s Day to share love with
others? Remember Jesus’ words in John 13:34 (NRSV): “I give you
a new commandment, that you love one another.”

What's Your Pastor Reading?
Some quotations from Breaking the Missional Codeby Ed Stetzer & David Putman:

“Making and multiplying disciples involves three things: (1) living like Jesus lived, (2) loving lik e Jesus loved, and
(3) leaving behind what Jesus left behind. Therefore, breaking the code involves understanding what it means to make
and multiply disciples and then being able to apply it to one’s context. Making disciples among urban bikers in
Southern California looks radically different from making disciples among urban professionals just a few miles away in
Orange County. However, it all begins with a commitment and understanding of what it means to make a nd multiply
disciples. This includes living like Jesus lived.” (pg. 76)

“When Jesus called his early followers, he called them into a way of life that was radically differe nt from the one
they knew. What began as a simple invitation, ‘Come, follow me’ (Mark 1:17), became an incredible co mmand. He
gave the disciples two things to help them follow him — power and a picture. He could have simply given them power,
but he spent nearly three years modeling the life that he intended them to live. (pgs. 76 -77)

“Living like Jesus lived is one thing; loving like Jesus loved is another. Story after story in the Gospels reveals howj
Jesus loved. Obviously, it is the very core of what his character is all about. Jesus teaches us that this love is far more
than a feeling, but it is a commitment that is lived out in our behavior. It is a radically differen t language than what we
are used to speaking.” (pg. 78)

“What did Jesus leave behind? He left people who lived like him and loved like him. Those who break the code are
not only committed to making disciples; they are committed to multiplying disciples.” (pg.
