�x Closed-toe shoes or boots.  Tennis shoes are most common on the work site.  You will not be allowed to volunteer on s ite if you wear 
sandals or flip flops.  

�x Comfortable clothes that you don’t mind getting paint on or getting dirty.  Light clothing is recommended for the hot weather.  Layering 
clothing is recommended for cold weather.  Please wear rain pants and jacket when working in the rain.

�x Personal power tools are not allowed on our worksites.   
�x There is no smoking, drugs or alcohol allowed on our worksites. 
�x All volunteers must be 16 years of age or older.  Volunteers under 18 must be accompanied by an adult who is at least 21 years old.  All 

youth must have a waiver form completed and signed by a parent or guardian prior to volunteering on site.
